GENERAL

Protect TF200 must not be exposed to continuous working temperatures in excess of 80°C,
such as in direct contact with hot pipes, flues or electric heating cables.

In accordance with good building practice, this product should be covered as soon as possible
after installation and preferably not more than one month after initial exposure. If the exposure
period exceeds one month then advice must be sought from the Glidevale Protect Technical
department.

No maintenance of Protect TF200 is necessary once installed but it is important that the surface
of the product remains clean during the installation process otherwise the performance may be
impaired.

Protect TF200 is for use in timber frame construction on the COLD side of the insulation.
